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Plans for Worship @ Trinity

Based on Wisconsin's 'Badger Bounce Back'
program, we will be sharing worship by
livestreaming on our website, FacebookLive and
by radio broadcast - until we reach Phase Il of that
plan. This is to prevent the spread of the
coronavirus and keep as many people safe from
contagion as possible. Sometimes, when we have
more than more than two or more persons working
in close proximity during the online service, you will
also note they are wearing masks, according to
CDC recommendations.

Once we reach Phase Il of the 'Badger Bounce
Back' program, we will continue to livestream
worship and also take 'reservations for in-person
worship services' in the building. At that time, we
will be able to host gatherings for worship of up to
50 people with safety guidelines in

place.! When we will reach Phase Il is
dependent on how soon identified cases of
COVID-19 decline. While we look forward to
the day we can worship in the sanctuary
together, at this time we cannot set a date to
resume worship services in the building.

Adjustments "to get us through this
time..."

As the pandemic began, many things changed and
we can be sure they will change again! Here are
some adjustments made at Trinity:

¥ Boilers, water heaters and other
appliances that use energy have been shut
down or disconnected - easily started up
when we need them again.

¥ Some of our church staff are working
reduced hours, particularly if their work
was dependent on building use or persons
coming into the building.

¥ We have applied for a federal Payroll
Protection Plan loan/grant, to bring back
some of our church staff currently working
reduced hours. Their return would enable
us to work on special projects that will
prepare us for next steps in ministry.

Dear Friends,

| have come to think of the pandemic as a
storm that is most visible in its different
impacts on people's lives. One internet
example has put this as though 'we are all
in different boats through the storm." Just
like a meteorological storm, it will not be
felt the same in all places, creating huge
damage in some places and merely
inconvenient weather in others. This storm
has dramatically changed how we offer
ministry in our faith community. It's kept
people physically apart, but it's affected some of us in an even
more profound way - when jobs have been reduced or lost, or
loved ones have suffered or died due to the COVID-19 virus.

This is what God calls us to do
and this is what God made us to do.

This storm we journey through together in ministry has brought us
together in new and strange ways. I'm grateful for those of you
who invite people to join us online for worship and studies. | am
blessed by everyone who has stepped up to help those things
work or go better. | celebrate our calling tree that checks in on
people who can't get out and about often. And | am filled with
gladness that we continue to reach out to meet the needs of
vulnerable people around us with Playground Movement projects
and Second Harvest Mobile Food Pantry.

Friends, this storm will blow over and leave us with a world of new
considerations. We best hang on to any lessons we've learned
that will help our ministry in the future. If there are things that do
not help us when this is over, let's hand those to our God for
transformation and new understandings. Our God never wastes
anything; | trust the future will be filled with lessons we learned in
this storm that will help us in many unexpected ways. May we
open our hearts to let God lead us.

SCRIP - - How to purchase cards

Did you know that the SCRIP program is still active so you can continue to support the youth programming and the
youth/young-adult mission team?

There are NO sales from the office during this time; however, ONLINE sales are still ongoing. If you would like to
shop online, enroll on ShopWithScrip.com with our organization’s enroliment code: 56D115A636121.

When you shop for SCRIP in the website, it will give you three options: (1) physical, (2) ScripNow, and (3) reload.

(1) Physical: This option will ship a physical card to church, so please only use this after we resume attendance at
church.

(2) ScripNow: Once ordered this gives you a link in your account that you can either print to use at the store, or you
can use the gift card number to order online.

(3) Reload: If you have an existing physical card, before you use the full balance you can reload the card and use
the same card.

There are also three ways to pay, either thru credit card, bank account or check. At this time with limited church
office hours please use the credit card or bank account options.

All cards, and many others as well, are available thru ordering online with the exception of Culvers and Recheks.
Unfortunately those we purchase locally, but as soon as we can fellowship together again we will have those ready
and waiting for you!
